hostage = a person taken prisoner =  someone who is taken as a prisoner by an enemy in order to force the other people involved to do what the enemy wants = όμηρος

	The terrorists took a few hostages and tried to negotiate for money.


-She was taken/held hostage by the gunmen.

-The terrorists have seized 20 hostages and are threatening to kill one a day unless their demands are met
To be taken hostage =  πιάνομαι όμηρος / to hold sb hostage κρατάω όμηρο
culminate in sth =  καταλήγω 

-The Pope's visit will culminate in a cathedral mass.
-My arguments with the boss got worse and worse, and finally culminated in my resignation.

-Their many years of research have finally culminated in a cure for the disease.

Petty crime = a type of crime that is not considered serious when compared with some other crimes 

petty crime such as shoplifting
state prosecutor = εισαγγελέας = a lawyer who acts for the government and is responsible for trying to prove in a law court that people accused of crimes are guilty
surveillance = επιτήρηση = The careful watching of a person or place, especially by the police or army, because of a crime that has happened or is expected 

-The police have kept the nightclub under surveillance because of suspected illegal drug activity.

-More banks are now installing surveillance cameras.

radicalism = the belief that there should be great or extreme social or political change = ριζοσπαστισμός
-Politicians have long spoken of growing radicalism in the local area.

-The article explores the underlying factors that breed radicalism and terrorism.

-Economic and social problems are going to contribute to radicalism in the region.

Radicalise = ριζοσπαστικοποιω = cause someone to adopt radical positions on political or social issues.

-The movie has clearly radicalized some voters.

-The bomber was thought to have been radicalized while in prison.

-Many young people were radicalized by the war.

Proximity = the state of being near in space or time = εγγύτητα
-The best thing about the location of the house is its proximity to the town centre.

Salafism

A school of Sunni Islam that condemns theological innovation and advocates strict adherence   ( υποστηρίζει την αυστηρή τήρηση)to shari'a and to the social structures existing in the earliest days of Islam. 

interior minister = Υπουργος Εσωτερικών

outskirts = περίχωρα = the areas that form the edge of a town or city
on the outskirts of

-The factory is on the outskirts of New Delhi. 
-Heathrow Airport lies on the outskirts of London

military barracks = στρατώνας =  soldier's accommodation

-The troops returned to their barracks to rest

riot police = a special part of a police force trained to deal with noisy, violent groups
squad  = police team = διμοιρία
a punctured lung= έναν τρυπημένο πνεύμονα
puncture sth = make hole in surface = τρυπώ
-Bill punctured the packaging with a pair of scissors.
Puncture = hole = τρύπα, τρύπημα
-There was a puncture in the packaging. 

-The tyre had suffered a puncture at some point and was completely flat
a sleepy town = A sleepy place is quiet and without much activity or excitement.

-They retired to a sleepy little town in the south of Italy. 

Evacuate = to move people from a dangerous place to somewhere safe = εκκενώνω
-The police evacuated the village shortly before the explosion.

-A thousand people were evacuated from their homes following the floods.

-When toxic fumes began to drift toward our homes, we were told to evacuate.

Swap = ανταλλάσσω, ανταλλαγή = to give something and be given something else instead
-When you've finished reading your book, and I've finished mine, can we swap?

-We swapped addresses with the people we met on holiday.

-I'll swap you my chocolate bar for your peanuts.

to storm =  επιτίθεμαι ,κάνω έφοδο = to attack a place or building by entering suddenly in great numbers
-The police stormed the town.

-The fortress was stormed by hundreds of soldiers.

Lt …abbreviation for lieutenant 
lieutenant = police officer = υπαστυνόμος
	 
	-The lieutenant was the lead investigator in the murder case.


Praise = επαινώ, παινεύω, εγκωμιάζω = speak highly of , to express admiration or approval of the achievements or characteristics of a person or thing

	-He should be praised for his honesty.

-My parents always praised me when I did well at school.

-He was highly praised for his research on heart disease.

 
	


Assault = επίθεση = a violent attack 

-He was charged with sexual assault.

-The number of indecent assaults has increased alarmingly over the past year.

---an assault on a police officer
Suspect =  ύποπτος = a person believed to have committed a crime or done something wrong.

-The police are interviewing several suspects in relation to the recent spate of burglaries.

-Police have issued a photograph of the suspect.

-The prime suspect in the case committed suicide.

solitary confinement = απομόνωση = a punishment in which someone is kept in a room alone, usually in a prison
-Sex offenders are often put in solitary confinement for their own safety.

on an intelligence watchlist
intelligence = secret service = υπηρεσία πληροφοριών
	 
	-Intelligence got some information about the dictator's plans.


watch list = λίστα υπόπτων υπό παρακολούθηση,  people possibly dangerous
convicted =  καταδικασμένος = having officially been found guilty of a crime in a law court. 

-The convicted man was sent to prison

-Being a convicted criminal, I couldn't really get a job. 

-He was a convicted murderer. 

offence =  αδίκημα , παράπτωμα, an illegal act,  a crime. 

a serious/minor offence     ….     a criminal/drink-driving offence

-Driving without a licence is an offence.

-He committed several serious offences.

-It's the third time that he's been convicted of a drug offence.
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
