EXCEPTIONS: SPELLING RULES


1. Verbs ending in –e: make, take, prepare, create, come            DROP the -e
     making, taking, preparing, creating, coming

     Look! She’s coming right now.

2. Consonant + vowel + consonant: stop, run, sit, fit, swim, put   DOUBLE the final consonant
     stopping, running, sitting, fitting, swimming, putting

     He is swimming in the pool at the moment.

3. Verbs ending in –y: play, stay, study, cry, carry                              KEEP the -y

     playing, staying, studying, crying, carrying

     She’s studying for her exams these days.

4. Verbs ending in –ie: lie, die, tie, vie                                     DROP –ie and PUT –y 
     lying, dying, tying, vying

     Children are always vying for their parents’ attention.  (= συναγωνίζομαι)
     She’s lying on the bed to relax. (= ξαπλώνω)  BUT 

     She’s lying to me again and this makes me very angry. (= λέω ψέματα)

     He’s tying his shoelaces right now.  (=δένω)
