Work – worked – HAVE/HAS WORKED
Affirmative
I have worked

You have worked

He/She/It has worked

We have worked

They have worked
Negative

I haven’t worked

You haven’t worked

He / She / It hasn’t worked

We haven’t worked

You haven’t worked

They haven’t worked

Interrogative
Have I worked?

Have you worked?

Has he / she / it worked?

Have we worked?

Have you worked?

Have they worked?

Use

We use Present Perfect Simple to talk about an action which started in the past and continues up to the present. We mainly use state verbs in this sense (i. e. know, have, understand etc.).
1. I have known Paul for five years.    OR

    I have known Paul since 2016.   (= I still know Paul today)

BUT  I knew Paul five years ago.  (= I knew him then – I don’t 
           spend time with him anymore)

We use PPS to talk about the result of an action (we don’t know when it happened or it’s not important) 

2. They have bought a new house.

3. She has already done her homework.

4. I  have read three amazing books recently.

5. He has met a lot of new people lately. 
6. They haven’t finished painting the house yet.

Already = ήδη , not yet = όχι ακόμα , recently = πρόσφατα , lately = τελευταία
