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THE SYDNEY OPERA HOUSE
Situated in Sydney, Australia, the Sydney Opera House stands as one of the most iconic and renowned architectural masterpieces of the 20th century. It is also celebrated as one of the world's premier performing arts venues, having become emblematic of Sydney since its inauguration. Conceived by Danish architect Jørn Utzon, the structure extends into Sydney Harbour, with its impressive roof evoking the image of a majestic ship under full sail. Construction commenced in March 1959 and reached completion in 1973, incurring a cost of $102 million. The building is expansive, measuring 183 metres by 120 metres, and is supported by 580 concrete piers driven up to 25 metres below sea level. The roofs are adorned with 1,056,000 white granite tiles, while the interior has pink granite and timber finishes. Comprising approximately 1,000 rooms, it houses five theatres, five rehearsal studios, two main halls, and an array of restaurants, bars, and souvenir shops.
