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Students' Rights



1. Learning Opportunities:Students have a complete right to learning new things and also develop their own learning style that is different from others. They should be provided opportunities such as participating in classroom projects, assignments that help them expand their knowledge. Students have a right to be a part of such study modules that help them in understanding their learning logically and consistently.



2. Safety in School premises:Safety is a concern and every student has right to be in a secure environment. There should be no physical or mental harassment. Moreover, the classrooms should be free of conflicts, bullying and physical fights even among the students. Students should be provided counselling sessions as well as training to be able to tackle such situations in school.



3. Proper guidance:School students are at risk of being affected by bad influence and they need to be guided properly to help them. It is the right of every student to get proper guidance and during school; they can get the best advice from their teachers.



4. Regular feedback:Students should be informed about their academic as well as extracurricular progress by their teacher on regular basis. This helps students to improve in the weaker areas. The feedback should not only be about the subjects mentioned on the report card but also about their behavioural, moral values and uprightness. 



5. Leadership and Team participation:Students should be given equal rights to participate in activities at school, be it sports, academics, extracurricular. These activities will impart knowledge and skills that are practical in nature like motivational skills, interpersonal skills, logical and cognitive ability etc.



Students' responsibilities



1. Discipline and integrity:Students should follow the rules and regulations of the school right from the prayer meeting in morning to leaving the school. They should be maintaining the decorum (=  ευπρέπεια, κοσμιότητα) along with their classmates and not influence them with unethical activities. Students should be listening to their teachers' guidance and be proactive (= προληπτικός, ενεργητικός) with their studies as well as extracurricular.



2. Implementation of learning into practice:Students should not only keep their academic record good but also they should be implementing their learning. For example, if they have studied about an environmental issue, then they should actively do something about it or generate ideas for taking measures via their projects or assignment work. They should brainstorm and take a practical approach to their learning



3. Responsibility towards school's property:Sometimes, students do not understand the value of school's property and end up damaging the property. But students should never do this as the school's property is for every student studying there so, they should not damage it. Students causing damage to school property are levied (= επιβάλλω, βάζω) charges for the expenditure caused by damage.



4. Ethical use of facilities at school:Students should not use the facilities like computers, sports materials, or accessing the restricted areas without permission. They should understand their responsibilities towards these things at school and should never utilize (= χρησιμοποιώ) it without teacher's or school authority's acknowledgement.

c. Yes, because Martin Luther King's vision of equality and civil disobedience changed the world for his children and the children of all oppressed people. He changed the lives of African Americans in his time and subsequent decades. King was largely responsible for the passage of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and the Voting Rights Act of 1965. The Civil Rights Act banned discrimination in the workforce and public accommodations based on “race, color, religion, or national origin.” The Voting Rights Act protects African Americans' right to vote. He also played a major part in the passage of the Fair Housing Act of 1968. This prevents people from banning Black people from any sort of housing, be it a rental or a sale. Even until the day he was killed, King never allowed fear to triumph. He unified people together under a common goal. Today, you won't find Black people and white people forced to sit in separate sections on a bus or drink from separate water fountains in a public space. Although prejudice remains, the tide is shifting in a way where the racists of the world are scorned, and not innocent African Americans. Even though Martin Luther King, Jr. was a notable American citizen, his influence did not stop at the American borders. It has transcended not only his race and nationality but also the span of his lifetime.(Ref.: https://biography.yourdictionary.com/articles/martin-luther-kings-vision-change-world.html)

Difference between aims and objectives:



Aim = what you hope to achieve

Objective = the action(s) you will take in order to achieve the aim



Aims are statements of intent. Objectives, on the other hand, should be specific statements that define measurable outcomes, e.g. what steps will be taken to achieve the desired outcome.

Knowing about human rights and responsibilities is important because no individual can survive alone and injustices diminish the quality of life at a personal, local and global level.

Attitude change is very important because attitudes can guide thought, behavior, and feelings. Your attitude has a direct impact on how you communicate and collaborate with others, how you contribute to the culture of your work environment, and how you perform your daily tasks and responsibilities. Ultimately, your attitude shapes your success and your happiness.

Schools play a critical role in educating students, not only about the formal curriculum, but about life. One of the most fundamental roles of school in our society is to teach and socialize young people on how to be active members of our democratic society. High schools should prepare students for the future through traditional academics and workforce development, so they can achieve their dreams and become engaged citizens. This is the goal of citizenship education.

Answer:



a. Human rights are universal and inalienable; indivisible; interdependent and interrelated. They are universal because everyone is born with and possesses the same rights, regardless of where they live, their gender or race, or their religious, cultural or ethnic background. 



However, they are not respected everywhere. There are places in which human rights are regularly abused. For example, civil and political rights violation (e.g. genocide, torture, and arbitrary arrest,  violations of the right to freedom of expression and the right of peaceful assembly, human trafficking, religious discrimination, etc.) and economic, social, and cultural rights violation (e.g. contaminating water, fwith waste from State-owned facilities, evicting people by force from their homes, denying services and information about health, discriminating at work based on traits like race, gender, and sexual orientation, failing to provide maternity leave, not paying a sufficient minimum wage, segregating students based on disabilities, forbidding the use of minority/indigenous languages, etc.)



There are many ways to eliminate such occasions:

- Inform organisations, both governmental and non-governmental, or individuals that speak out against 

  human rights violation.

- Use the Media to raise awareness.

- Ask influential people (e.g. religious leaders, musicians, celebrities, etc. to bring awareness of 

  human rights violations.

- Boycott any product coming from a place where human rights are not respected. 

- Ask businessmen to donate time and money. 

- Put pressure on politicians so that they will take action. 



b. Despite their differences all nations around the world can have a shared language of equality,

non-discrimination, inclusion, respect, dignity and participation. This goal seemed to have been achieved when the Universal Declaration of Human Rights was proclaimed by the U.N. General Assembly in 1948. However, there are a lot of countries that violate this agreement. As a result, human rights are still abused and we have a long way to go before we can live in a more peaceful and global society. 



c. Unfair justice system, inadequate funds to execute policies and strategies, poor accountability, poor investigation of the arising cases, poor implementation of the verdicts, unclear policies and outcome of offence, and constitutional challenges.
